GET TO KNOW GCADA 

 The Governor’s Council on Alcoholism and Drug Abuse administers the State's $10 million Alliance to 
Prevent Alcoholism and Drug Abuse Program which is the largest network of community-based anti-drug coalitions 
in the nation with thousands of stakeholders serving on nearly 400 Alliances encompassing more than 530 munici-
palities throughout New Jersey.  Municipal Alliances are established by municipal ordinance and engage residents, 
local government and law enforcement officials, schools, nonprofit organizations, the faith community, parents, 
youth and other allies in efforts to prevent alcoholism and drug abuse in communities throughout New Jersey.  The 
Council receives funding to administer the program from the Drug Education Demand Reduction Fund (DEDR) 
established to collect fines from individuals who are assessed such when convicted of a drug offense.  County and 
Municipal Alliance award recipients are required to match the Council grants with a cash-match of 25% of the award 
and 75% in-kind-services.  This matching requirement is unique in the country and has the effect of doubling the 
impact of the Council grants to total nearly $20 million per year in programs and activities.

Unique You 
Our coordinator will be at Ella G. Clark during the month of January 
facilitating the Unique You program to  third and fourth grade class-
rooms. Unique You is an evidence-based curriculum designed to teach 
students about respect and self worth.  
Unique You is an 8 session program, usually divided into one session 
per week for 8 weeks that instills self-respect and self-worth in chil-
dren. It is an evidence-based, nationally recognized program that can 
be facilitated free of charge to schools, community centers, camps, and 
after school programs.  

Street Drugs 104 
The Lakewood Municipal Alliance, in conjunction with the Ocean County Health Department 

is taking part at the Georgian Court University for a program called Street Drugs 104.  

Street Drugs 104is an installment of the last two years where Ocean County Health Depart-
ment Chief  of Administrative Services along with Lakewood Municipal Alliance and Lake-
wood Police Department Present to the staff and students of GCU what and where drugs and 

alcohol can be.   

This public awareness program, which aims to educate communities and parents about the 
health and safety risks of serving teens alcohol can be presented at community forums and 

parent teacher meetings.
