The referenced property contains an existing church “complex” including a meeting hall, sanctuary, rest room building, church office and residence, two (2) storage sheds and a single-family residence.  The existing facility is a non-conforming use which received Zoning Board approval in 1997 for construction of the Sanctuary  (as reported in the submitted EIS document).
The applicant is requesting Preliminary and Final Site Plan approval to expand the existing parking to provide an additional forty-nine (49) off-street parking spaces, as well as a new paved driveway for the existing dwelling in the northwest corner of the property  The applicant is also requesting necessary use variance relief based on the expansion of the pre-existing nonconforming use, and associated bulk variances.
